Report of activities of CAOF for August ‘07

Lecture in a seminar organized by Sri Guru Singh Sabha, Chandigarh:
CAOF class of United Sikhs was invited to participate in a seminar organized by Sri Guru Singh Sabha, Sec 28A, Chandigarh, to mark the death anniversary of celebrated Sikh intellectual Sirdar Kapur Singh on 13.8.2007. Prof. Jagdish Singh was specially invited to speak on the occasion. 
Prof. Singh paid rich tributes to the man who devoted his entire life for the sake of the Panth. Had Kapur Singh wished, he could have easily established himself as an intellectual giant through his writings, but he cared not to nurture his own creativity and spent his intellect to propagate and establish the Sikh vision. He said there is a need to develop a group of scholars who could be able to expound and propagate Kapur Singh’s writings, so that School of thought could emerge that would continue to bring forth new dimensions of his scholarship, and the Sikhs could benefit from it for a long time. 
The seminar was very well attended with eminent Sikhs like Justice(retd.) Ajit Singh Bains, Gurtej Singh (ex. IAS and National Professor of Sikhism), Jaswant Singh Mann, etc. participating in it.
