Visit of Randeep Singh of University of California, Berkeley:

Randeep Singh, a student of B.A. at the University of California, Berkeley visited the CAOF class and the joined our students to attend the lectures delivered by Prof. Jagdish Singh. He had been introduced to the class by Prabhsharanbir Singh, who teaches Sikhism in his University. He was in India to accomplish a University study project assigned to him. His topic of his study project was the celebrated Punjabi poet, Puran Singh.

 He attended the CAOF classes and was amazed at the kind of ideas that were being shared in the class and the rich dialogue that followed every class. He shared his experiences of American University with CAOF students who shared theirs.

Special Lecture by Randeep Singh on Language and Meaning:

Randeep S. delivered a special one hour lecture on the meaning of various components of language and how the human mind tends to understand it. 


He discussed the relevance of symbols in language. He showed how subjectivity plays a role in the meaning attributed to my written or spoken word. Towards the end, he gave his views on the psyche of the mind that seeks ethereal meaning in divine scriptures. He cautioned that such things were taking place in Punjab rampantly and the Sikhs would have to pay a price for it if left unheeded.
