Guest lecture by Prof. Avtar Singh:

Prof. Avtar Singh of Ramgarhia College, Phagwara has been a longstanding companion of the CAOF Class. He was invited by the CAOF class to deliver a lecture on the Gurbani and Grammer. Prof. Singh had spent many months researching on this topic. He has been particularly focusing on the Sanskrit roots of words and similarity in the phonetics of the Punjabi language with Sanskrit.

In his lecture, he analyzed the trends of the modern day that were trying to give fixed meanings to the ‘Shabad’ using various techniques of grammar. He delved deep into the nature of language particularly Indian languages. He traced the development of language and grammar in quite an elaborative manner. He went on to share his views on the pronunciation of Gurbani and how it had changed down the centuries.
