Lecture by Prof. Jagdish Singh in seminar organized by Baba Jiwan Singh Memorial & Research Trust, Amritsar: 

Baba Jiwan Singh Memorial & Research Trust, Amritsar organized a seminar to mark the birth anniversary of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, the father of Indian constitution. The trust had heard about the activities of the CAOF class and invited Prof. Jagdish Singh to deliver a lecture in the seminar.
