I) Weekly Classes at Khalsa College, Amritsar.

Weekly classes are being undertaken at Khalsa College, Amritsar. These classes aim to have look at the various dimensions of the modern age and bring them into serious dialogue with Sikhism. At present, the interaction between the modern age and Sikhism is at a very superficial level. CAOF classes aim to evoke such Sikh responses towards life that life would automatically lean towards the Sikh ideal and spirit. A study from the Sikh spiritual viewpoint is being undertaken of major works of literature of the entire world, with special attention on Punjabi and Indian literary works.
